DANIEL (INTO RADIO): Right, so the only logical explanation is that an Ancient

traveled to the future, and then back to a time not too long ago.

CARTER (INTO RADIO): | don't know, Daniel...

DANIEL (INTO RADIO): There are references to the time travel device itself. Now,

it's described as being inside a small ship. Now, if I'm right, it may still be

here. | think it's worth a look.

CARTER (INTO RADIO): All right. We're on our way.

CARTER (V/O OVER RADIO): Daniel?

DANIEL (INTO RADIO): Go ahead.
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CARTER (INTO RADIO): We've been at it a while. Are you sure it's around here?

DANIEL (INTO RADIO): Just give it a little more time.

CARTER (INTO RADIO): | hate to say it, Daniel, but we can't risk staying much
