VALA: While | appreciate the celebrity status, | have to admit it would get very

tiresome very quickly, especially if | had to perform for the masses. I'm

not very good with crowds.

ADRIA: There will be no demands made on you. All you have to do is accept

Origin into your heart.

VALA: That could be a problem.

ADRIA: Perhaps at first, but eventually, you will embrace the truth.

VALA: | don't think so.

ADRIA: You're my mother. If I'm unable to convince you...

ADRIA (CONT’D): how can | be expected...
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ADRIA (CONT’D): to sway the countless worlds in this galaxy? Until | have

brought you into the fold, my mission here is a failure.

VALA: | can be very stubborn.

DANIEL: Mm-hmm.

ADRIA: Then I'll be patient...and very determined.

DANIEL (O/S): What about all the other people that refuse to bow down to the will

of the Ori?

DANIEL (CONT’D): Are you going to show them the same courtesy?

ADRIA: There is a limit to my patience.

DANIEL (O/S): And there's a difference between devotion...

DANIEL (CONT’D): and blind submission. You can't expect to win the faith of your

followers through fear and intimidation.

ADRIA: What would you have me do?

DANIEL: Give people a choice.

ADRIA: I'm trying to bring an entire galaxy from darkness into light.
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ADRIA (CONT’D): In order to do that, all doubt must be removed...

MITCHELL (O/S): Whatever's between us...

ADRIA (INTERRUPTING): I'm sorry, Mother. The time for talking is over.

and utter devastation.

TEAL'C (CONT’D): Dakara is no more.

CARTER (O/S): Meanwhile, we received word...

CARTER (CONT’D): that five more planets have fallen to the Ori, including

Hebridan and Langara. So far, we haven't heard anything from our allies

on either world.

MITCHELL: We are getting our asses whupped...

MITCHELL (CONT’D O/S): and it looks like that Merlin device....

MITCHELL (CONT’D): is the only shot we have at stopping them.
